COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and Possible decision regarding summer youth sports activities.  COVID-19 has delayed the start of many youth activities across the country.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion:  Sports have been postponed, baseball, softball, these are programs we want to continue.  With the games being outside, the social distancing is easier.  We will follow the guidelines the State and County will provide for resuming our games.

2. Discussion and possible decision on opening the Pima pool and the pool programs, such as swim team and swim lessons.
Discussion:   Guidelines will be released from the County next week.  The COVID-19 will live in 80° for 8-10 seconds before the heat kills it.  The pool has always been sanitized with bleach which will absolutely continue.  The certified lifeguards may be asked to work more hours until we can get others certified, all lifeguard classes have been canceled.

3. Discussion and Possible decision on reopening the Town Hall.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion:  We were the first in the County to close our Town Hall and Library, others have remained open by appointment only.  We would like to open our doors on Monday, May 11th.  Sean will be able to meet with people in the lobby maintaining social distancing and sanitizing often.  The library will have some conditions and limitations at opening.
Motion:  To open Town Hall and Library on Monday following State and County guidelines and after Sean and Rane have come up with specific guidelines for the Library.

4. Manager Lewis will address the council regarding the local stimulus activities of the Town as well as the latest COVID
Discussion:  The Town of Pima has joined with The County and other towns in what they are doing for stimulus activities such as gift cards and certificates for local businesses.  United Way has donated $30,000 to the County, which $2,000 of that will go to The Town of Pima, the activities will be run through the Chamber of Commerce.

5. Discussion and Possible decision regarding the 2020 census activities.
Discussion: Manager Lewis addressed the Council and asked for money to be able to send out a direct mailer for the Census.  The mailer will be printed in English and Spanish to accommodate our citizens.  We want to be able to print and mail cards, have drawings for prizes for those who participate in the 2020 Census.  Gift certificates for our town businesses will be given, purchased by the Town, to enhance the town businesses.  The Census has been extended through October.  We are picking up on our radio advertising and in July we will be able to go door to door.
Motion:  Give the money to Manager Lewis to print and mail cards and promote the importance of 2020 Census.
