The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1.  Discussion and Possible decision regarding a joint agreement with Graham County Co-op to install solar power at the Pima Pool.
Manager Lewis explained that the Graham county Co-Op has offered to use their R.E.S.T. fund to install a solar array at the Pima Pool in hopes of drastically cutting the Towns electricity use at the pool.  Lewis also explained that this will come at zero out of pocket costs to the Town and that the Town is repaying the R.E.S.T. by paying approximately 4 cents a kilowatt hour that we use.  Lewis explained that being a traditional customer we currently pay almost 12 cents per kilowatt hour.  The solar structure will be used for shaded parking as well.  This parking structure will be lit and have security cameras monitoring it.  Councilwoman Teeter motioned to install the solar in cooperation with the Co-Op.  Vice Mayor Rogers seconded, Vote was unanimous.
2. Discussion and possible decision regarding the possible purchase of the vacant lot east of the post office, parcel # 105-22-001c for future economic development opportunity.
Manager Lewis explained that there has been several businesses looking to move to the Pima area and that one group in particular has begun the process of starting a new business in Pima.  This group needs property and we have a relationship with the property owner of parcel # 105-22-001c.  Mayor Fletcher approached the property owner and we were able to get a verbal commitment to purchase the property.  The Town is interested in this property for the purpose of economic development and Lewis believes this is the right opportunity to move on the property.  Lewis explained that the groups business is the type that will attract other businesses as well as residences.  Vice Mayor Rogers made a motion to purchase the Lot. Councilwoman Teeter seconded the motion. Vote was unanimous.
