CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Karen Angle spoke. She asked about a meeting with Crystal Steed and Police Chief Cauthen. She claimed the meeting lasted three hours. She claimed the meeting occurred on October 26. The Town Manager stated a three hour meeting didn’t occur. The Town Manager stated the letters sent to the women trespassed stated they could call Town Hall. 
Tammy Mayhew spoke. She claimed the Town’s actions were the result of people using foul language. She suggested a restraining order would have provided a judicial process and a judge would have decided the outcome. She claimed the decision to trespass the women left them with no choice but to seek legal counsel in order to defend their positions.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Swearing In New Member of the Pima Town Council. 

Mayor Claridge swore in C.B. Fletcher as a member of the Pima Town Council. 
2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Library Director Rane Jones.  
Library Director Rane Jones said the Library Board approved the purchase of a new movie screen and the first movie night is March 10. The annual Library Extravaganza is scheduled for April 8. Four new desktop computers were purchased. Funds came out of the Library Fund. The old desktops were from 2010. They were inadequate. The Library is looking at opening one hour earlier each day. The move would keep the Library open the same number of hours as present. For a three month long trial period beginning March 1, Library staff will keep a log and monitor traffic. The Library revised its check out window to three weeks, an increase from two weeks. Half of overdue items are DVDs. The maximum number of DVDs allowed per household will be 3, down from 5. Adjustments to Library hours during the summer months may be considered. 
3. Presentation on April 16 Annual Boy Scout Triathlon by Mons Larson. 

Triathlon Director Mons Larson said 1750 were registered for last year’s triathlon. 150 volunteers organized and staffed the event. 800 attended the dance and 800 camped at the athletic fields. Mons requested the use of Town facilities once again for the April 16 event. A certificate of insurance will be provided to the Town. In the past, the Town was repaid for services incurred as the result of supporting the event. No change is expected with repayment. Residents are notified of the event two weeks in advance. 
4. Presentation on March 5 Chuck Wagon Cook-off by Randy Hawkins. 

Randy Hawkins explained the planning for the Rotary Chuck Wagon Cook-off event. Five chuck wagons will participate at the athletic fields. Dinner is scheduled for 4:30. A five course meal will be served. Clint Colvin spoke about the effort to promote and advertise the event. Tickets will be $15 each and are limited to 50 for each chuck wagon. Some food venders will be present. A Team Roping event will be held at the Pima Rodeo Arena after dinner. The Town will help set-up tents on the grounds for the event. The Buffalo Soldiers will be at the event. 
5. Second Reading of the decision on adjusting current Sewer Tap In Fees. 

Tabled until the March Council meeting. 
6. Second Reading of the decision on providing accrued vacation for part-time staff. 

The Town Manager read the proposal into the record for its second reading. 

Vice Mayor Rogers motioned to approve. Councilman Woods seconded. Vote 4 to 0. Councilman Fletcher recused himself.
