CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

-Superintendent Rickert from the Pima School, presented a power point presentation of a 5 phase project which he is proposing which would be 3 years to complete.  The reason for the proposal is that there is no more room for any more students.  He explained that the teachers were involved in looking at what they felt would solve the needs of the students.  This presentation  was then presented to the teachers and the School Board.  The cost would be 3.5 – 4+ million.
-Mons Larson from the Boy Scouts of America addressed the Council and the public about the upcoming Jim Brinkerhoff Youth Triathalon.  It has been held in Pima for the last 12 – 13 years with last years participants numbering 1650.  He requested the use of the Arena area to be used for registration and camping, as well as a request of sweeping the race course.  Again, they will need to close off 2 streets, S and E of Dan Hinton School.  The event begins at 7:00 am and will be completed by 1:30 pm.  He stated that 93% of the participants are from outside the community with this being the largest Boy Scout Triathalon in the nation.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Discussion and Possible Decision:  Council will make nominations for the appointed position of Mayor and Vice Mayor.  Manager Lewis will Swear In the Mayor and Vice Mayor.
Nomination was made for C.B. Fletcher to be the Mayor of Pima for the next term, Motion by Barr, 2nd by Teeter. Nomination of Dale Rogers to be the Vice Mayor was made by Teeter and 2nd by Fletcher.  Voted was unanimous.
2. Presentation / Update Introduction of newly elected Fire Chief Scott Howell
Fire Chief Scott Howell was introduced to the Council and public, he stated that he was honored to be serving as the Pima Fire Chief.  Council Member Rogers thanked the Fire Department for the services that they provide for our Town.
3. Presentation/Update Public Hearing for 2019 CDBG Grant.  Manager Lewis and Keith Dennis from SEAGO will address the Council.
Keith Dennis from SEAGO introduced himself and Bonnie Williams to the Council and presented a power point presentation explaining what the Grant is and what it can be used for.  This year it is Pima’s turn to receive and use the grant money of $233,3339.  There are several time lines that need to be met and the application for a “shovel ready” project is due by July 1st and will be submitted for approval August 1st .  The contract will be awarded in the fall.  There were a few suggestions from the public for use of this grant, repairs to Main Street up over the RR tracks, a solar system for the swimming pool and a safe house was mentioned.  Recommendations from Town Manager Lewis were 3 areas with drainage and flooding issues.  The 1st being the area of 300 W 100 S, which would require the purchase of a lot behind the Sanchez residence, in the area of the Library which floods the Sanchez home from the front and the back of the residence, as well and 3 other homes, that would involve building a retention pond.  The 2nd area at 300 S 100 E, diagonal from the swimming pool also has drainage and flooding problems, and the 3rd area would be 300 S north of Highway 70, where there is no drainage, causing road damage and other problems.  The goal is to protect properties and prevent roads from ruining.  A decision on the project will be made at next month meeting.  April 1st we will make our initial request.
At this point in the meeting we returned to Agenda Item #1 for the swearing in of our Mayor and Vice Mayor which was performed by Town Manager Lewis.
4. Discussion and possible decision on the proposed rezoning of 200 South between 100 East and 150 West from A/R to Manufactured Housing.
Mrs. Lee addressed the Council stating that she wanted to remove the house that is now on the lot and replace it with a nicer presentable manufactured home.  She informed the Council that the old vehicles that are on the property are currently trying to be sold and taken from the property, she wants a better place for her grandchildren to live and for it to look nicer.  The Council discussed the request, Jason Hughes stated that years ago there were ordinances put into place, and that they should not be taken lightly, and that we should consider the requirements that are in place at this time.  Mrs. Lee is aware of the requirements that will be required of her, all requirements will be met before her family can move into it.  There will only be one residence on the lot.  She has had offers to sell, but her family needs a place to live and she owns the property.  Manager Lewis stated that he posted the meeting tonight with the rezoning request, the only person who responded to the postings was Jason Hughes.  

Motion to rezone was made by Council Member Barr and 2nd by Council Member and the vote was unamimous.
