CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Jan Napier of the Gila Valley Substance Abuse Coalition and introduced herself. A town hall meeting held in August had over 240 attendees. Judge Peterson and Doctor Hargis spoke at the event, which focused on treatment options available in the Gila Valley. RX360 is a program intended to train law enforcement officers to administer Narcan, a drug that reverses the effects of opiates. Coalition meetings are held the second Thursday of each month at SEABUS. The Coalition provides local police departments with supplies to help fight drug abuse.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation on April 15 Annual Boy Scout Triathlon by Mons Larson. 

Race Director Mons Larson introduced himself. Last year the triathlon registered 1750 participants. The event grows about 200 each year. The event’s capacity is 2000 participants. About 93% of participants come from outside the local area. The triathlon typically utilizes the town pool, soccer fields, and baseball diamonds. About 800 people camp overnight on the fields. In past years, the Town has provided traffic control at intersections along the route. The Town has swept roads along the route. Safety precautions minimize the chance of a participant’s bicycle’s sliding out from under them. The event typically increases 3000 people to the Town’s population for 24 hours. Residents along the route are notified in advance. The triathlon is believed to be the largest Varsity Scouting event in the nation.
2. Presentation on March 4 Chuck Wagon Cook-off by Clint Colvin / Chris Gibbs. 

Chris Gibbs provided details about the Rotary Roundup. The rodeo arena will be used as part of the event. Traffic will be prohibited between the athletic fields. Six chuck wagons are expected to participate in the evening meal, and will be cooking and preparing throughout the day. A chili cookoff will begin in the morning, and chili will be served during lunch time. The Lions Club stage will be located on-site. Seating and tables will be located in front of the stage. Vendors for Western merchandise are expected to be on-site. The cost for dinner is $15, and tickets are available. Possible additions for future Rotary Roundups could be fiddlers, cowboy poets, and the historical society. A junior rodeo could occur in the future. The opening ceremony is scheduled for 10 AM on Saturday. Radio and print advertising is being planned and arranged.
3. Presentation on Community Recycling Alternatives by Ty and Kelsey Traylor. 

Ty Trailer with Metal Mite Recycling introduced himself. Ty provided details of a proposal to place recycling bins at a central location in Pima and make access to the containers available to the public. Recyclable items would be separated. Containers could be made available for metal, plastic, cardboard, paper, aluminum cans, metal wire, and possibly e-waste. The Town would be paid for the recycled metal, aluminum cans, and plastic bottles. With the money generated from these materials, the program could become self-sustaining. The bins would ideally be located in an existing fenced area at the Public Works Yard. Security cameras would be installed and signs noting penalties for illegal dumping would be posted. Initially, the bins would be accessible during work hours. The hours would provide security for the bins. After an initial trial period, the hours can be adjusted. Containers could be fabricated by a local business. Vehicles would not be deposited at the Town Yard. Vehicles could be loaded onto a truck at the property they are located. Initial costs for the containers would be provided to the Town. As details develop, the recycling program could be brought before the Council again during a future meeting.
4. Presentation / Update to the Council by Library Director Rane Jones. 

Library Director Rane Jones outlined recent staffing changes at the Library. Furniture at the Library was rearranged to enhance efficiency and security. Rane presented a summary of statistics for the last five years. Statistics indicate continued growth of Library services. An average of 15 new patrons are added per month. About 20 children show each Monday for LEGO Club. Preparation for the summer reading club has started. Storytime brings in 20 to 25 children each Thursday. A change in the Internet provider reduced the monthly bill from $325 a month to $90 a month. Some of the Internet costs are offset by the E-rate program, a national reimbursement incentive available to public libraries. More than 12,700 items are currently available in the Library’s inventory.
5. Discussion and possible decision on funding for drainage materials. 

Public Works Director Dennis Lines was asked to provide details. The intent is to rectify a drainage and water runoff problem on 100 West. If a portion of the property is elevated slightly, runoff could drain into the Smithville canal. The water tends to pull on the property, which results in mud and a breeding ground for mosquitoes. Making improvements on both the east and will west side of 100 West would rectify problems with water pooling on both sides of the road.  In order to adequately address drainage problems on both sides of 100 West, the cost of materials would come to about $10,000. Permission from the Irrigation District would be needed before work begins. Funding could be approved pending approval from the Irrigation District. 
Vice Mayor Rogers motioned to approve the funding pending approval from the Irrigation District. Councilman Cabrera Seconded. Vote 3 to 2. Motion Passed. 

6. Discussion and possible decision on liaison positions for Council Members. City Services, Public Works, Sanitation, Emergency Services and Planning & Zoning.
