CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Jeff and Karen Martin were introduced, Mr. Martin gave a brief history of them, telling the council they have been in the Gila Valley for 24 years, 2 children, one of whom is one of our Pima Police Officers.  They have been business owners for over 23 years.  Mr. Martin addressed the Council and introduced a new business possibility for the Town of Pima, he spoke about “Quality H20 and Ice” which is a self-service water and ice provider. It would be a 24 hr service to the community.  They are excited about the possibility of putting their business in the Town of Pima and have located a parcel on Hwy 70 that would provide the room they need.  Mr. Martin said they are ready to buy the property and start their business, he said it is not always about profit but adding something to the community.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Mayor Fletcher will present Councilman Jesus “Chuy” Cabrera with his service plaque.  Councilman Cabrera served four very honorable years on the Pima Town Council.
Mayor Fletcher presented a plaque of appreciation for his 4 years of service to the Town of Pima.

Manager Lewis will swear in C.B. Fletcher, Sherrill Teeter and Lucas Hoopes onto the Town Council.
Manager Lewis swore Lucas Hoopes into office as a new Council member, after which he swore C.B. and Sherrill Teeter into office as they were re-elected into office.  Pictures were taken of the Hoopes family after which a new Council picture was taken.

2. The Town Council will accept nominations and appoint the position of Mayor for the upcoming term beginning on 1-5-21.  Manager Lewis will conduct the process.
Discussion: The nominations for Mayor were made:  Dale Rogers was nominated by Sherrill Teeter, CB Fletcher was nominated by Dale Rogers, the vote was unanimous for CB Fletcher.

3. Jo-Ann Draper wishes to address the Council about her ideas to improve community involvement.
Discussion: Mrs. Draper was not able to make this meeting but would like to have the opportunity to speak at a later date.

4. Manager Lewis will read the public announcement for the annexation of parcel # 109-67-012.  Public discussion is allowed and encouraged.
Discussion: Mrs. Barr recused herself from this discussion.  The parcel is located at the west end of town boundary south west of the Gin, the parcel is partially inside the town boundary, the dwelling is currently outside of town boundary.  It is in the Pima Fire District.  Mr. Lewis set the 19th of January 7:00 for a special council meeting to discuss this item further. 

5. Discussion and Possible decision:  Renewing the Ingergovernmental agreement for the Gila Valley Consolidated Municipal Court.
Discussion:  It is time to renew our agreement, it has been a good thing for the Town of Pima.  Judge Ned Rhodes has retired and they have hired Merri Aden to replace him.

6. Manager Lewis will update the Council on the Covid-19 vaccination protocol for Town of Pima employees.
Discussion:  The County has extended the Covid-19 Mandate for 2-5 weeks.  The Covid Vaccine will be available soon.  The employees are not required to take the vaccine, if they get sick with the virus and have not taken the vaccine, the employee will need to use their sick leave.  If the employee does take the vaccine his pay will continue.

7.  Discussion on reviewing the Town of Pima’s drug in the workplace policy.  Manager Lewis will update the council.
Discussion:  Currently the Town does not have a policy on the use of marijuana.  We need to do some serious research to be able to do what is right.  This will be a very touchy subject.  Our policy will be more sensitive to medical marijuana card holders.  At this time, we will just stick with the old policy, no use of marijuana.  We will need to get a policy written as soon as possible, it is going to be a lengthy process.  The policy needs to fit the Town of Pima.
