Mr. Martinez spoke to the Council thanking them for rezoning the property on 200 S Main and gave them an update of the progress they have made.  He complimented the Fire Department on the burning of the house and said they hoped to have approval to move into their new home in the next couple of months.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Doug  Grant would like to address the Council in regards to the OHS building.
Discussion: Mr. Grant gave an update on what’s happening now with his business, he moved in last week and they are in production of making their product from scratch, which they ship world wide.  He presented an overview of his business which was founded in 1997, they have worked with over 50,000 athletes world with providing their product, they are up to 30 staff members at this time.  He announced his Grand Opening which will be Mar 30, 2019.  He reported that he will have some worldwide Drs., who support his product, here for his Grand Opening.  He spoke some on the Iron Man Magazine which will be produced here in his business. He gave the Council a background on the magazine and how it came to be part of his business.  Town Manager Lewis commented on the commitment made by Mr. Grant to the Town of Pima as well as his commitment to the building.  Mr. Grant said he plans of this being his last move, he is open for expansion, trying to bring energy to the Town so people will want to stop and see what happens in the OHS Business.

Manager Lewis will address the council on the upcoming CDBG project.
Discussion: The previous project that was decided on will not be happening, we need 100% of the surveys returned, there were citizens who refused and do not want the retention pond and flooding issues taken care of, so we are moving forward, very quickly to present a new project to SEAGO by April 1st.  We looked at the options and realized that seal coating and chip seal were probably one of the same, after a phone call to SEAGO we were told that we could use the grant to chip seal our streets.  Our ad will be in the paper tomorrow advertise our intentions.  We will hold a special Council meeting on March 22, 2019 at 7:00 to approve our new project.

2. Manager Lewis will update the Council on the burning of the house on 200 S and Main St.
Discussion: The homeowner and occupant are happy.  The Fire Department used this project for several intense trainings.  They were able to use their newly purchased imaging camera and also a heart monitor which was good experience for them.  Mr. Lewis reported that our Firemen did a phenomenal job.

3. Discussion and Possible decision on raises for the Fire Dept Personnel.
Discussion: This subject was brought up by Councilman Cabrera with Mr. Lewis a few days ago.  Mr. Lewis and Fire Chief Scott Howell met and discussed this topic, Howell is going to put together just what this would impact as far as their budget and being able to continue to get equipment and supplies that are needed.  Raising their pay would be a big take away from their budget.  There is a natural increase from the District which would be significant.  When the Fire Department does a burn for the Town, they are paid $50 per fireman..
