Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 02 August 2016. 
Motion to approve by Councilman Woods. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 5 to 0. 
Vice Mayor Rogers mentioned the passing of former Mayor George Lemen. He praised George for his service to the Town of Pima and provided some details about George’s funeral.
CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking. COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Update to the Council by Police Chief Diane Cauthen. 

Police Chief Diane Cauthen said the Police Department is sending a new applicant to the police academy. Assistant Chief Gary Gale is looking at retiring in December. The cost of the recruit to attend the academy will come out of the recruit’s pocket. The recruit would graduate from the academy in January. A majority of the statistics listed on the monthly statistic sheet are related to drugs and drug activity. Residents have remarked about the improved police presence around town. Citizens often give police information on activities they observe around town. The acquisition of another police vehicle is becoming a higher priority.
2. Discussion and possible decision on changing Section 12-3-2.C2 in Pima Town Code to modify lot sizes for multi-family dwellings.  (First Reading)  Sean Lewis presents. 
Planning and Zoning Director Sean Lewis said lot sizes for multifamily dwellings are currently 5000 sq. ft. Driveways and parking lots tend to take up space. Current setbacks result in problems for emergency vehicles having enough space on the property. Having variable lot sizes could resolve many common problems. Every building would have its own setback. 20 feet from the front. 10 feet from the back. 10 feet on each side, which gives at least 20 feet between buildings. Driveways and parking lots would not count in the square footage. The buffers would provide more space between buildings. Two parking spaces per unit would be required.
Councilman Woods mentioned citizen inquiries about installing retention ponds. When he drove around town, he saw little land space that would have room for a retention pond. Sean responded that retention ponds typically don’t retain water, but simply slow the water down so it can drain. Being able to control where the water drains is a problem. The bulk of the town’s flooding occurs between 200 S. and 300 S. and is largely caused by an elevated canal in that neighborhood. One storm water drain services that neighborhood. The water drains slowly. The retention pond behind Dale Roger’s house works well because the water drains slowly into the small pipe that conveys it to Smithville Canal. The largest amounts of rainfall typically happen during the summer when the canals are full. There is no place for the water to drain into.
The Town Manager conducted the first reading and read the proposal into the record.

A motion to decide on the proposal will be made during the second reading in October. 
3. Presentation of Certificates from the League of Arizona Cities and Towns to Mayor Claridge and Councilman Woods. Vice Mayor Rogers presents. 
Vice Mayor Rogers presented a certificate to Councilman Woods. Councilman Woods has served on the Pima Town Council for eight years. A certificate for Mayor Claridge will be presented at a future date. Mayor Claridge has also served on the Town Council for eight years.
