COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and Possible Decision:  H8 Subdivision final plat.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion: The project is located north of the cemetery on the west side.  Pre-work has been done, there will be 8 duplex buildings, 4 apartments are now occupied.  The project passed Planning & Zoning and the Engineering last month.  The roads in the project will be maintained by the Town.  The project was very well thought out and is very well done.

2. Update on solar project at the Pima Pool
Discussion:  The solar is up and running for the last month.  Billing in the past for the pool has been up to $1400 – $1600 each month.  Last billing was $348, this will be the highest bill we will have (there were a couple of days the solar was off).  Lighting is being worked on and planned for all parks and ball fields.  

3. Update on Town of Pima sewer billing and sewer cleaning.
Discussion:  We have seen a great improvement in the amount of sewer billing that is being collected since we turned the billing over to GCE.  Prior 3 months we collected around $6400, $7200 and $9000, we are now collecting $10,400 and last month was well over $12,000, after GCE has taken their fee out.  It is a win-win for both the Town and GCE.   Simon Sewer has completed 1/3 of the Towns sewer cleaning, they clean once a year, and spray for cockroaches.

4. Discussion and possible decision:  The Town of Pima Trunk or Treat and Museum Haunted House.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion:  The Town is working with the school for the activities for Halloween night.  The Museum will have a fund raiser and put in a haunted house in the Farm Museum building, they have plans to bring in people to design and build a real haunted house with lighting, sounds and features that should attract people from all over the valley.  The Council discussed closing off the road in front of the museum, keeping in mind the neighbors in the area, possibly re-routing traffic, and keeping all of the activities contained in the same area.  

Discussion and possible decision:  Lease renewal with American Tower for the cell tower at the rodeo grounds.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.

Discussion:  American Tower was renegotiated 2 years ago with the Town of Pima.  Two major cell companies, All-Tell and Sprint, have merged.  We have been given 4 options, 1) we can just leave everything alone  2) We can take a onetime buy out of $72,000  3) We can sign a lease for 5 years and collect $1450 a month or 4) We can do a 10 yr lease for $867 a month.  Mr. Lewis recommendation was that we take the $72,000, which is for a 50X30 piece of land that the actual tower is setting on.  The Town owns the tower and the land, which if they walk away from this, the cell service will be horrible.
Motion:  To take the $72,000 option.
