2. Discussion and Possible decision regarding purchase of new police vehicle.  Manager Lewis will Address the Council.
Manager Lewis explained to the council that this was fulling in place with his plan to renew our fleet of vehicles and that we had found a vehicle that meets all of our needs and is available locally.  Chief Cauthen explained that this truck will be better for the Town of pima due to it being a 4x4 and that it has more room for seating.  Councilwoman Barr stated that she was glad we were looking at vehicles and that we needed them.

3. Discussion and possible decision regarding pay raises for the Mayor and Council.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.

Manager Lewis explained to the council that there has not been a Council Person pay raise in many years.  Lewis read off what the other local Councilmembers get paid and explained that there was no need to not get a raise since it will be minimal in the grand scheme of things.  Councilwoman Barr said that she wasn’t even aware that it paid when she ran.  Vice Mayor Rogers and Councilman Cabrera echoed that statement.  Manager Lewis explained that that was great, but that he uses the council for more help than the Town has in the past and that this is a very involved Council and needed a raise.  A few different raise options bounced around the conversation but after Councilmembers and Lewis discussed each of them, they settled on $300 for the Mayor and $150 for the Members.  This will also be in salary form and not per meeting as it currently is.

4. Discussion and Possible decision regarding areas or zones for Councilmembers to represent.  Councilman Cabrera / Manager Lewis will address the Council. 
Manager Lewis explained that Councilman Cabrera had approached him about dividing the Town up into 4 zones for councilmembers to represent.  Lewis explained that after discussing it with Councilman Cabrera he felt it was a good idea.  The dividing would be solely for representation and a direction for our citizens.  This 4 part grid will have nothing to do with voting or anything official.  If a citizen is comfortable discussing something with a different Councilmember, that was perfectly fine.  This will be there to help those that don’t have a member that they would normally approach and might be more understanding due to living in more of the immediate area.  The lines will be Main st to divide the East and West and the RailRoad will be the North, South divider.
