Mr. Wenham spoke of the 2018 Community Development Project of $400,000, said that it was coming to an end, a grant of $49,000 for the renovation of the Fire Department was presented to Town Manager Sean Lewis.

Mayor Fletcher commented on the work that was accomplished with Pima and Freeport at the Mud Hollow Flood Gate.       

2. Discussion and Possible decision on resolution 2018-13: Naming the large soccer field Carson Gary Brown field.  Manager Lewis addressed the Council.
Town Manager Lewis spoke of and recognized the family of Kristy Brown, the mother of Carson Gary Brown, volunteering and getting the Soccer program off the ground for Pima.  Carson loved the game of soccer, he worked with Mr. Lewis on his Eagle Scout Project and they had determined that he would put gates at the Soccer Field for easier access. Carson was involved in an ATV accident and unfortunately lost his life.  Between Amanda Rogers, Ben Allred, Tom James and many friends of Carson’s they were able to complete his Eagle Scout Project.  The Soccer Field was named “The Spirit of the Eagle”.
