CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Lance Bryce from the Chamber of Commerce addressed the Council to thank our Mayor for his involvement in the community, and to welcome Mr. Lewis as a new board member.  He announced also that Kim Crockett from Pima has joined their board as well.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.	

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and Possible Decision regarding the Brinkerhoff Triathlon.  Mons Larson will present to the Council.
Discussion:  Mr. Larson was here to ask for support from Pima for the April 18th Boy Scout Triathalon again this year.  The race and activities will be the same as years in past, they will used the ball fields for camping, at this time they have not determined the check in time, but will advise later.  The roads will be closed on the East and South side of Dan Hinton School.  The town will provide traffic control inside the town limits and the Graham County Sheriff’s Office will take care of the county roads.  They are expecting a good participation and a good time as in the past.  Mr. Larson introduced Linda Stavast, she is a paid Boy Scout employee, here responsibilities come the Safford Area District of the Grand Canyon Council.

2. Discussion and Possible Decision regarding the 3rd annual Pima High School Student Council Lantern Lighting.  Student Council members will report to the Council.
Discussion:  Paityn Mattice was here to represent the Student Council, she requested that the school be allowed to hold their 3rd annual Lantern Lighting at the town ball fields on February 29, 2020 from 4:00 – 8:00.  The Lanterns will be set off when it gets dark.  There will be food, bouncy castles and more, the proceeds will go to the Student Council to be able to hold other activities.  The Police and Fire Chief will be involved to help keep the event safe.  Last years events were successful and the park was left cleaner than they found it.  It is safe and fun activity.

3.  Discussion and Possible Decision regarding the Chief Financial Officer for the Town of Pima.  Manager Lewis will report to the Council.
Discussion:  Mr. Lewis reported that this is a yearly item on the council’s agenda to be able to submit the town’s budget forms to the Auditor General by the Chief Financial Officer.
Motion:  Accept Mr. Lewis as the Chief Financial Officer for the Town of Pima

4. Discussion and Possible Decision:  The Pima Fire Department is requesting a washer and dryer and an air evacuation fan for the department.  Chief Scott Howell will report to the Council.
Discussion:  Chief Howell explained how their focus is to keep their fire fighters safe, one of the risks for fire fighters is cancer.  Fire departments are recommended to have their gear cleaned and washed after every fire they go to.  The Chief is asking for special washers and extractors to be able to clean their gear. They can clean 2 sets of fire fighting clothing at a time, to dry a set takes about 3 hrs.  They are asking for 2 washers and the extractor.  Chief Howell explained that they will use the unused District money and will need to use their town budget to cover the balance.  There is about $1500 to use on the purchase from last years fund raiser.   Again Chief Howell stated that their focus is to avoid and prevent our fire fighters from cancer and other problems.  Manager Lewis reported that there is money in the town budget to pay for the equipment.  

The current air evacuation fan that is being used is an electrical fan which runs on an extension cord from their truck.  The fan they would purchase is battery powered and can be set and moved where needed, it would be safer and quicker in removing smoke from their fire scene.  The battery life on the fan is more than adequate, and they would be able to swap batteries with spares.  It takes about  30 minutes to an hour to remove smoke on a structural fire.  There is money is the district funds to pay for it.
Motion:  Approve the Fire Department to use the money needed to purchase the washers and extractor  and the evacuation fan.

5. Presentation by Chief Howell on the newly commissioned EMT quick response truck.
Discussion:  The truck is the vehicle that was used by the town manager, it is used for quick response to calls.  Before the truck, the call would go out on the radio, the responder would then need to go to the station and pick up the rescue truck and drive to the scene, now, as the call is given, the rescue truck responds directly to the scene, saving the responder from having to go to the station.  Because Chief Howell works in the 9-1-1 communications center, he hears the call, and can leave and be responding as the call is given over the air, his response time is valuable to the victim.  He arrives before the ambulance can get there.  The truck is not a Chief’s truck, but a truck that can be used by the quickest responder.  It is available to the assigned person to be able to drive where needed to go.  Chief Howell reported that it has already proved its worth, it has been great so far.  The Council and citizens in attendance of the meeting were shown the truck and the many advantages that it gives to the Town of Pima and surrounding areas.  It is a great vehicle and asset to the Department and Community.

6.  Discussion and Possible Decision:  The proposed Subdivision of Boulder Creek Estates is under new ownership and is proceeding with the Pre-plat process.  Ron Bryce and Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion:  Mr. Bryce was not in attendance, Mr. Lewis led the discussion explaining that the property is the dirt lot at Ferrins Corner on S Main St.  It has been through the sub-division process previously, but there is a different owner now.  Mr. Lewis has met with the developer many times to assure all steps are legal and done appropriately.  All 43 lots are small, all will be on septic.  The County will handle everything with the sewer/septic issues.  All sub-division rules with be MAG standards, inspections on roads as they are constructed will be done so they will be able to be maintained and kept by the town.   Fire Chief and Manager Lewis will determine where there will be no parking areas in the sub division, it will be gated, which will affect the crime rates.  There will be emergency entrances with either remote control or touch coded entries.

The Council will re-visit this issue next month with more detail.  Planning and Zoning will meet on this.  The Developer will do everything required of him, and they hope to possibly break ground around the 1st of May.
