The County Health Dept recommends to continue social distancing and for those who feel they need to wear a mask should continue that practice.  It is important for people to take responsibility for themselves.  County Health Dept will not regulate or mandate until we start getting 100 cases a week.  The County have a good job of informing all of the progress.
