CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Georgia Luster had comments and concerns of the road closure of 600 W.  She voiced her concern of the road being closed to the public without public notice because it has been road for many years.  She asked if there are plans for a new road.  Town Manager Sean Lewis explained that for 25 years, Russell Rios has been paying taxes on 1/3 of an acre that he cannot use.  There is a plan for Jason Hughes (a neighbor) to give 40’ for the new road so that it will be a more level road.  Mr. Hughes gave a Quit Claim deed to the footage, Mr. Rios put fences up before the Town could construct the new road and when the weather permits the construction will begin.  Utilities have already been moved, access will not be cut off.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Swearing in of Newly elected Council Members Deborah Barr and Dale Rogers, elected to the Pima Town Council during the General Election.  Mayor Fletcher will swear in the Council Members.
Council Members Dale Rogers and Deborah Barr was sworn in by Mayor C.B. Fletcher.

2. Discussion and Possible decision regarding Ordinance 10-1-35.  Prohibition of the use of handheld mobile telephones or portable electronic devices.  Second reading.
Second reading of Ordinance 10-1-35 by Town Manager Sean Lewis.
Georgia Luster explained that the City of Safford is waiting for Legislation to make their Ordinance a law, and that she feels that maybe we should wait on this issue. Manager Lewis stated the statistics of distracted driving, 18 teens a day, 6500 teens a year being killed.  Manager Lewis asked the Council to adopt the Ordinance before we lose any children.  Mayor reminded everyone that there were students from the HS who attended a previous Town Council Meeting, requesting the Ordinance.  There will need to be a grace and training period, possibly 30-60 days.  ADOT would have to put signs on the Highway, Flyers to the students in the schools, it would need to be posted in various places, ads on the radio and internet sites.  This ordinance would be strictly for public safety.

3.  Presentation / Update to the Council by Manager Lewis about the new roof at the Pima Fire Station.
The $49,000 presented to the Town from Freeport McMoran was used to put a new roof on the Fire Department, it is complete, looks good and the Firemen are pleased.  It was about 20 years past due,  Ward Brothers did a top notch job.
4. Presentation and possible decision to purchase a dump trailer for Public Works.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
This possible purchase was address at previous budget hearings.  Our trucks are older and need regular repairs.  We have received several bids, we would prefer to use local vendors, a bid from Traylors Trailers is comparable to other bids, they would be able to get exactly what’s needed, the trailer can be pulled with a pickup.  Manager Lewis is asked the Council for up to $13,000 to acquire a new dump trailer, by purchasing from Traylor’s, the tax money stays in Pima.  A maximum of $13,000 was voted on.
