COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation / Update to the Council by Library Director Rane Jones. 

Library Director Rane Jones explains statistics. Library attendance is the highest in five years. Circulation is higher than prior years. Attendance at events is higher than prior years. Summer reading program was a success. Fourth of July pancake breakfast was a success. LEGO Club begins on Monday. Once a month movie nights continue.
2. Discussion and possible decision on the renewal of Intergovernmental Agreements with the Arizona Department of Revenue. 
The Town Manager summarized the intergovernmental agreement tabled by the Council last month. The agreement is in regards to animal control. It will stand as written because it has already been approved by the Board of Supervisors; however, there could possibly be some room to negotiate the fees charged to the Town by the County.
Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Mayor Claridge. Vote 5 to 0. 

3. Discussion and possible decision on enhancing enforcement measures and penalties for violations of Chapters 9, 10 and 12 of Pima Town Code. (Second Reading)
The Town Manager read the proposal into the record for the second reading.
Motion to approve by Councilman Woods. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 5 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision on a Resolution to propose a Permanent Base Adjustment to the Town’s Annual Expenditure Limitation. 
The Town Manager asked for questions regarding the proposal. Councilman Woods expressed concern about educating the public about the proposal. An explanation of the proposal is being drafted for the publicity pamphlet. A recalculation increased the expenditure limitation. Councilman Fletcher expressed the advantage of emphasizing the purpose of the proposal. The proposal will be placed on the November general election ballot.
Motion to approve by Mayor Claridge. Seconded by Councilman Fletcher. Vote 5 to 0.
