COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation by Mons Larson of the Boy Scouts of America about the 2018 Scout Triathlon that took place April 21st. 

Discussion: Mons reported that the Triathlon went off better than ever this year.  Mons did report that participants were down a slight bit and that he felt being the same day as Pat Tillman’s run was a possible reason why.  Mons also reported that he has had discussions with Manager Lewis about how to attract more local kids to the event.  Manager Lewis stated that he is going to work with Mons in the future and try to attract more local youth to the event.  Mons stated that next years Triathlon will be the day before Easter and preparations are already under way.  The Mayor and Council expressed their support and their desire to have the event here forever.

Manager Lewis also spoke about the bad luck the Public works department has been having with dump trucks.  Lewis said that every day during the clean-up at least one truck was broken down and sometimes two or even three.  Public works even rented a trailer for one of the days.  Councilwoman Barr then asked what we are looking at for the future with trucks that don’t run.  Lewis explained that he is working with Dennis Lines on a solution and that there will be upgrades in the fleet.
