Mayor Fletcher addressed the Council members and citizens and spoke about Governor Duceys Curfew Order.  He stated that we live in a very good, safe place, our police officers are trained well and may be put into a difficult position with this order, however the Town will enforce by reminding those out in public of the curfew order, no citations will be written.  The 1st and most important purpose of the Council is to make Pima a good and safe place to live.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

-Aaron Allen, Vice Mayor of Thatcher addressed the Council, he is running for District 2 Supervisor position, he works in the Hospital surgery department.  He stated the there has never been a County Supervisor attend the Thatcher Council Meetings, if elected, he would help the towns with better support, he would like to see a relationship develop to provide a better working relationship.

-Vance Bryce from the Graham County Chamber of Commerce addressed the Council.  He said he knew of a new business here in Pima, TriPlek Window Cleaning, Pima is growing.  He encouraged all to attend the Farmers Market in front of the Chamber Monday through Saturday from 9 – 5.  We were also informed of a citizen of the county who is growing a field of lavender, he was able to bring some to share with the attendees of our meeting.  He is pleased that Manager Sean Lewis serves on the Chamber Board.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and possible decision regarding final plat approval of the Boulder Creek Subdivision:
Discussion: The Council held a special meeting 2 months ago to discuss the Boulder Creek Subdivision, the Plat was sent to the town’s engineer, Heath Brown to go over.  There were several issues with the existing Plat, the issues have since been rectified and returned back to Mr. Brown.  He now recommends approval on the Plat.  Mr. Larry Humphreys commented on the drainage issues, he feels the drainage will affect Lucas Hoopes property.  Mr Hoopes was in attendance and interested in what was being said.  Mr. Humphreys feels the Plat is not accurate, Mr. Lewis commented that we will go off the legal survey.  Mr. Bryce commented that he relied on the Engineers for the improvements that need to be made.
Motion:  Vote to approve the Subdivision on condition that Sean will meet with Mr. Bryce, Mr. Humphreys and Mr. Hoopes to resolve any issues that may be.

2. CDBG update.  Tavia Raley will update the Council on this year’s CDBG progress.
Discussion: Sean Lewis updated the Council on this agenda item.  We will be chip sealing next week on June 9th and 10th, we have currently been patching and preparing the roads for the sealing.  We have 900 Tons of chips for the project.  Graham County will do the chip sealing and will return after a week or so to stripe the roads.

3. Discussion of  Pima Police Department USDA Grant.  Chief Cauthen will address the Council.
Discussion: Chief Cauthen address the Council and turned the time over to Officer Gary Graves who is the Officer who is spearheading the grant.  Officer Graves reported that this was an opportunity for the public or Council to ask questions on the purpose and progress of the grant.  It is a work in progress, there is a lot of paper work that is required.  He said the money is available for us, we are still waiting to know what we can use it for, as the grant unfolds in stages.  At this point we have leased new vehicles for the Officers, they are safe, they are reliable and very comfortable.  The grant money will be used to pay the lease on the new vehicles, we do not know the actual lump sum of money that will be granted as yet.  We possibly will be able to acquire a UTV which would be very helpful in many of our calls and rescues that we encounter.

Discussion and possible decision:  The Town of Pima’s health insurance provider is entering into open enrollment and is seeking another year of the Towns business.

Discussion: This agenda item is a formality to inform the Council of our enrollment with Kairos.  We have been happy with the service, any problems that have arisen have been quickly resolved.  Our contact people are very good to work with.  There is no increase in the price and the services offered are the same.

4. The Pima High School Graduation is complete.  Manager Lewis will update the Council on the Graduation.
Discussion: Because of Covid-19 the graduates & the parents were not happy with the school plans.  They came to the Town and the Mayor to try to make their graduation more memorable than the virtual graduation that the school was offering.  The graduation consisted of a parade, pool party, ball field graduation and fireworks, in the end everyone was happy.


DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

-At the beginning of COVID-19 the Town of Pima declared and Emergency Declaration, it has allowed us to use money where it is needed, we have 5 students working for us which we will be able to recover the wages.  We will keep our Declaration active until later.

-We are optimistic looking forward to the 4th of July celebration, as it sets now, we will continue with our celebration.

-Census is moving forward, we have ordered fliers to be put into the mail boxes of the citizens of Pima, door hangers are being taken to our citizens, we are planning give away prizes for those who bring in their proof they have completed the census.  The deadline has been pushed out to October 15th.
