CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Adam O’Doherty from United Way addressed the public and the council.  United Way presented the Pima Police Chief Cauthen with a $65,000 check to purchase a new vehicle.  The vehicle will be used by the School Resource Officer, and will be marked with United Way.  The vehicle will be less intimidating for the students at the school.  In writing the grant, Chief Cauthen was very persistant and very solid in the manner she wrote.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and Possible decision regarding Lions Club field of Honor.
Discussion: The donations given by the Town are usually taken care of in-house, the Lions Club has asked for a larger than usual donation.  They are wanting to design and put a field of flags at the Safford Town Hall to honor those members of the armed forces who were killed during World War I.  They are asking for a $2000 donation for this project.  Mayor Fletcher mentioned the memorial which the City of Prescott has on display for the 9-1-1 casualties, a touching and wonderful honor given to those individuals.

2. Update on the Town Trunk or Treat and the museums Haunted House.
Discussion: The Haunted House was suggested about 8-9 months ago.  Clint Woods headed the project.  Outdated electrical was stripped out of the building and was replaced by volunteers with commercial grade electrical wiring.  The framing for the House was also done by volunteers and took several weeks.  The goal for the event was to take in $5000, their goal exceeded that amount and with donations reached approx. $7000.  The Trick or Treat event took place in the parking lot of the museum and was an absolute success.  Manager Lewis made 2 trips to the store for candy filling 3  ½ shopping carts and sending the Mayor back to the store during the event.  There are a few things we will change for next year, the Police Department had the Chief and 3 officers out, 2 were helping with pedestrian crossing and 1 was running traffic on the highway.  The people for the Haunted House and the Trick or Treat were from all over the valley.  A very good evening.
 
3. Update on the 2019 Christmas Angel Tree.  Councilwoman Teeter will update the council.
Discussion: The papers have gone out to the school to return by the 18th of November, the trees will be up in Town Hall on the 25th.  Last year was a success with all the tags being taken and filled.  This year we will be doing an Elderly Wish Tree, papers for this tree have been handed out as well.  As far as the Tree Lighting, it is scheduled for the 6th of December, we are in the process of scheduling the entertainment.  Councilwoman Teeter asked if the Council members would be will to bring the cookies, the Community will be bringing the food.  Children will be doing ornaments again this year inside the library.  Rane asked if she could have more help inside the ornaments.  Everything is on schedule.

 Discussion and Possible decision:  Setting dates for Town Employee Christmas Party and Town Christmas Party.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion:The Employee Christmas Party is scheduled for December 12, 2019 6:00 pm and will be patterned after last year’s party.  This year the town purchased a pig at the Graham County Jr. Livestock Auction, so we will be having pulled pork.  **Correction, the party is scheduled for December 13, 2019 6:00pm**

Other Business:  Manager Lewis scheduled a pre-budget meeting with department heads for January 7th at 6:00, just prior to the regular town council meeting.

The Fire Chief will keep the truck and will be able to respond from home, making the response time much faster.  We are very happy and proud to have the top notch EMT crew that we have, they respond throughout the county as we are the only entity who maintains, trains and supports a town medical response team.

He also announced that the property next to the Post Office has been purchased by the Town and we will prepare and bring up the land for the water retention issue and then we will sell the land for a Medical Facility to be built.  The Town is working on a land swap with Graham County Electric – the land on the highway next to the Taqueria Shop for land out by the arena for GCE to use as a storage yard.

Ty Traylor has started the dirt work for his Recycling Business.  Nick DeRusha has also began his work for his Steel Fabrication Business.  Both of these will be in the Town’s Industrial Park area out by the Arena/Cemetery.
