COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Town of Pima Department Heads will report to the council on their departments.  Dennis Lines will begin, Chief Cauthen, Chief Howell and Rane Jones. 
Dennis Lines reported that there was three Eagle Scout projects that finished the work on the second arena.  That Arena is now complete and has been used for a roping event and several practices.  So far this has been a very wet winter that has led to many weeds but also slowed some of the projects.  The crews have been performing brush and sand removal from Cottonwood Wash.  This is going fairly well while there has been some breakdowns of equipment and bad weather.  The sewer has been running well, there hasn’t been any notable issues with the sewer.  The crews have been curbing at the cemetery and we are in the planning stages of the cemetery expansion to the west.  Dennis is asking for budget considerations for the planning and design of the cemetery expansion.  

Chief Cauthen that since 2017 the police stats have gone up.  Chief attributes some of this to the backing they have had from the Council and the Manager.  Chief reported that the drug arrests have gone up while burglary has gone down.  The Chief attributes much of the success to the Council and Manager allowing her to staff her department better.  Chief reported that having a reserve has helped the department in the times they are short and that this has kept them productive.  Officer Graves is planning a surgery and the help from the reserve will fill the void until he comes back to duty.  She believes that we have a very diverse group of officers and that diversity has helped lead to success as they are all being trained and that they are being trained in different areas.  One of the training opportunities is them becoming General Instructors.  This will allow them to eventually train in house and quell the need to always have to seek out training opportunities.  Chief Cauthen reported that the SRO position is doing well and we are having success in the schools because of it.  

Rane Jones from the library reported that the lego program is doing well and that yoga is starting back up.  This is the Library’s 60th birthday year. They are planning a celebration.  The library has agreed to having a census computer to aid in the census effort.  Rane mentioned that this is her 11th year on staff.  Rane mentioned that one of the issues with adult programming is that many parents want to bring kids. Most of the programs have many of the same participants they are seeking other ways to get the word out.
