CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

Karen Angle offered Council members copies of an editorial printed in the Courier. She read the editorial article into the record. Mayor Claridge stated the issue cannot be discussed. It is not on the agenda for discussion and due to the possibility of incurring liability from discussing the issue, it cannot be placed on the agenda until the issue is resolved. 
COUNCIL BUSINESS
Jim usevich with Colby & Powell will report on the 2018 Audit.
Mr. Usevich reported on the 2018 audit.  Jim stated that there were major problems with the Towns recordkeeping and that none of the Town monthly reconciliations had been done properly.  Jim mentioned that since the reconciliations had not been done, there was 400,000.00 still in transit.  Colby & Powell had to stop the normal audit actions and perform the reconciliations that had not been done.  Jim stated that by not reconciling properly we did not have a good insight as to where we were financially.  During the re-reconciling process Jim realized that cash payments were not making it to the bank.  Checks were being deposited, but cash was not.  At this time, Sean Lewis called Jim to inquire about some irregularities that Sean and the new Consolidated staff at the court had found.  At this time, Sean and Jim met and Jim explained that there was 10s of thousands of cash that never made it to the bank.  Jim then mentioned that when Sean interviewed the Town Clerk that she admitted to stealing cash from the Towns sewer payments.  The Town clerk was then immediately terminated.  ( In fact she resigned in leu of termination ).  Jim then stated that the town had been working with Colby & Powell and that the way the town now was outsourcing the General Ledger which includes the monthly reconciliations was much better.  Jim stated that the accounting practices were much better than under the past administration.  
Manager Lewis will address the council on the solar project at the pool.  
Manager Lewis explained that the solar project at the pool was going well and that there had been some delay due to the contractors not being able to get concrete.  The project is now progressing and will be in service by July 12th.
Discussion and possible decision regarding resolution 2019-04.  Justin Layton and Sam Daley will address the Council
Sam Daley and Justin Layton spoke to the council on a standing resolution with the Gila River Water Alliance.  The alliance is looking for support on their plan to open up the discussion with the San Carlos Apache Tribe without the two side’s attorneys.  What the alliance is hoping to do is to provide the tribe with 10,000 gpm of potable water in exchange for the agreement of 2004 to be signed.  The alliance believes that the constant lawsuits from the tribe are just the lawyers trying to keep this action in court and that the tribe has not benefitted in any way by the constant lawsuits.  The alliance is hoping to provide the San Carlos Apache with more water than they currently have and at no cost to the tribe.  The alliance is asking for support on the matter and hoping that if we show we want to work with the Reservation and not against it, we might come to a conclusion that will help our community as well as the San Carlos Apache.  Vote was 4-0 in favor of the resolution.
