Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 04 October 2016.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Update to the Council on next year’s Chuck Wagon event by Clint Colvin. 

Next year’s Chuck Wagon Cookoff is scheduled for March 4. Organizers are hoping to have additional chuck wagon’s and they’re adding a Smoke Out competition for smoked meat. In addition to team roping, an additional event could be added at the rodeo arena. Hot air balloons will be present in March, to give participants low altitude balloon rides. The addition of a car and truck show is a possibility. Organizers are looking at using the rodeo arena, soccer fields and baseball fields. Events could be closer together and better utilize the available field lights. Last year’s ticket sales exceeded expectations, and as a result, five more scholarships were available for local students. They’re hoping to have another five scholarships available next year. They’ve purchased more tents for added shade. One cooker from Texas said they were treated very well at the event. Sample plates could be available for ticket buyers. Advertising could start earlier, and could include banners located along the highway. An ADOT permit would be needed. 
2. Presentation / Update to the Council by Fire Chief Adam Hoopes. 

This year has been exciting in the fire department. The energy level has been high. Fire prevention week activities with kindergartners went well. Eleven fire department members attended this year’s Arizona Fire School. The quality of training is always high, provided by career fire service personnel. Three members attended the basic fire skills course. Eight members attended more advanced training. Year to date, Pima fire has responded to 35 fire calls within the town and district, and has responded to 220 medical calls within the town and district. The totals are an increase over last year’s totals. Chief Hoopes expressed appreciation to the Town for the various training opportunities available to the fire department. Pima Fire Department is now able to offer continuing education credits to paramedics and EMTs, through EAC. Jeff Vaughn is the Training Officer and Brandon Little is the EMS Captain. Aaron Burke at the EAC biology department is a member of Pima Fire and has helped coordinate arrangements with the college. Tuition costs are covered and provided in exchange for the fire department providing extrication training to EMT students at the college. A maximum of six credits per fire department member is allowed at no cost. For now, the college credits are available only to Pima Fire members.
Fire tanker one is over 30 years old and should be replaced. Fire tanker two is undergoing service in Safford. Devin Brown is the department’s chief engineer. Rust and corrosion on fire tanker one has taken the vehicle out of service. Councilman Woods emphasized the practice of regularly replacing cathodes and anodes as a defense against rust. A regular maintenance routine hasn’t always been done during the past six years. Van Taylor covered the fire department’s efforts to find an affordable replacement for tanker one. He presented five examples of tankers with features comparable to tanker one. The cost, age and mileage on the truck are primary factors. A polypropylene tank is preferred. Applying for small grants is a good method of acquiring funds for a down payment. Thatcher and Safford fire departments have assisted with additional tankers, particularly on district calls where fire hydrants can be scarce. The fire district is an asset for funding items and could possibly assist with replacing a vehicle. 
3. Discussion and possible decision on modifying Article 12-7 in Pima Town Code to improve definitions in Chapter 12 (Zoning).  (Second Reading)
The Resolution was read into the record.
The Resolution makes definitions identical in Chapters 12 and 13 of the Pima Town Code; making the standards, conditions, expectations, and definitions are uniform in both chapters.

Motion to approve by Councilman Woods. Seconded by Mayor Claridge. Vote 5 to 0. 

4. Discussion and possible decision on Pima’s General Plan for 2016 to 2026. 
The Resolution was read into the record.
The Resolution outlines the process, including the statutory requirements and the public meetings. Planning and Zoning Board member Daryl Weech said the product before the Council is worth looking at and requested that it be approved. Councilman Fletcher stated it is apparent time and effort was devoted to the process. It gives the Town a vision it hasn’t seen in the past.
Daryl Weech mentioned he recently completed 30 years of service on the Pima Volunteer Fire Department. He appreciates the opportunity to serve the Pima community.

Motion to approve by Councilman Fletcher. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 5 to 0.
