Lou Ann Benzinger offered praise to Town staff for the cleanliness of the Pima Cemetery. 

Wyatt Palmer offered a proposal to allow Scouts to conduct community service in exchange for scheduled and prescribed time at the Pima Pool to train for the Mile Swim badge. 

Chris Gibbs offered thanks for the Town’s support at the Rotary Roundup and Chuck Wagon Cook Off.

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation on the Town Audit for Fiscal Year 2016. Colby and Powell, PLC 

Jim Usevitch introduced himself.  Town revenues have increased $350,000 during the last five years. General Fund revenues have increased about 5% each year and expenses have increased about 7% each year.  Sewer utility revenues have seen slight losses during recent years. Findings outlined in the Auditor’s Report don’t indicate something wrong, but instead indicate possible elements to improve.  Some findings resulted in auditor’s requesting information that required time for town staff to fulfill and provide.  Mr. Usevitch stated no issues with management or Town staff occurred.  He also stated things went well during the onsite audit process. 
2. Presentation on programs offered by the Southeastern Arizona Council of Governments (SEAGO) by Randy Heiss. 
Randy Heiss introduced himself. He summarized organizational and operational elements of SEAGO and features of programs offered by SEAGO. Programs include the area agency on aging, which provides healthcare and nutrition services, including ombudsman services and Medicare assistance; community development; economic development; environmental planning; housing assistance; and regional transportation planning. SEAGO is an administrative liaison for community development block grants. SEAGO coordinates regional economic development planning. SEAGO assists members with environmental regulations. SEAGO offers housing counseling and regulatory mitigation. SEAGO assists members with funding transportation programs and managing regulations. Transit services provided by SEACAB will likely be replaced by the Blake Foundation. Limited funding for transportation projects is difficult to procure / secure / retain. Engineering and traffic counting programs could be available soon. Pima’s seat on the board for the area agency on aging is currently vacant, and if a volunteer over 60 years old is interested, they can apply for the board through SEAGO. Quarterly meetings are held in Willcox. It could be useful to fill Pima’s board seat with a volunteer.
3. Presentation / Update to the Council by Police Chief Diane Cauthen. 

Chief Cauthen outlined and explained a new format for monthly police reports. Activity rates have increased. Renewed tracking of vehicle locations and mileage provides increased security for officers and improves vehicle maintenance records. Pima police have been charged / tasked with some animal control duties in an effort to offset animal control expenses. 
4. Discussion and possible decision on advertising / recruiting for a full-time position in Public Works to replace Dennis Lunt. 
Motion to approve by Councilwoman Barr. Seconded by Councilwoman Teeter. Vote 5 to 0. 

5. Discussion and possible decision on renewal of a ten-year lease with Child Parent Centers – Head Start program in Pima.

Pima’s lease with the Head Start program and center began in 1997. It is a ten-year lease and was renewed in 2007. It is due to be renewed this year. The head start center wants to begin a small expansion with their building, adding about 800 sq. ft. to their existing structure. The planned addition conforms nicely with their existing structure and nicely on their existing property. The lease can be renewed at the existing yearly rate, the same rate as previous leases / renewals.
Motion to approve by Councilwoman Teeter. Seconded by Vice Mayor Rogers. Vote 5 to 0.
