CALL TO THE PUBLIC

Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

Vance Bryce, Assistant Director of the Chamber of Commerce addressed the Council.  The Chamber would like to be a more open Chamber with the Community, not only the members but with the Community.  They would like to see Business owners getting together and participating more in community events.  He touched on the Grand Opening of the OHS Business here in Pima and complimenting the Town and the Grants on the building and the business.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

1.  Discussion and possible decision:  Graham County S.T.A.R.S. (Students Taking A Road to Success) would like to address the Council to discuss making the Pima Parks smoke free.
Discussion: Two members of the S.T.A.R.S.. Denise Crum and Tatum Clifford, along with Graham County Health Department representative, Toni Palamino presented their program and desires to make Pima Parks smoke free.  They spoke about the dangers of smoking, the harm of second hand smoke as well as the number of youth living in homes with smoking parents.  If the Council votes to adopt an Ordinance, their group would help with the advertising of it to make it successful.  The Town of Thatcher and the City of Safford Parks as well as the Safford Shooting Range are already smoke free.  It was  suggested that we get some input and opinions from our community.  Manager Lewis stated that he could write up an ordinance so the discussion could continue in our next meeting.  The S.T.A.R.S. were invited to return to our May Council Meeting.

2. Discussion and possible decision:  A proposal is set before the Council to make Town property in the vicinity of the ballfields and arena into Industrial Zone.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion: Manager Lewis informed the Council that several business owners are looking to move their  industrial type business’s to Pima.  They do not need to have highway  property, the Town owns the land around the ball fields and the Cemetery.  The property near tank hill is solid clay, would be able to be used as a “lay down” yard for contractors which could be leased to the individual contractors.  At this time, there are 3 business’s interested in moving their operations to Pima.  1) Paper bailing operation, 2) Steel Fabrication Business and 3) Parts Manufacturer.  Planning & Zoning will need to be involved from the beginning.

3. Discussion and possible decision:  Discuss the advertising for a new School Resource Officer.  Manager Lewis will address the Council.
Discussion: Currently we are using a “fill-in” Officer.  Our preference is to find a Post Certified Experienced Officer, who would prefer to be a School Resource Officer.  The SRO works day shift and has week ends off, when school is not in session, the SRO would fill in for the Town and work shifts.  We will advertise for this position.
Motion: Advertise for a SRO with Post Certification with a preference of SRO background.

Discussion and possible decision:  Manager Lewis will present the Draft of the FY19/FY20 Budget.  Review and discussion only.
Discussion:  Manager Lewis presented the budget to the Council Members, it was discussed briefly, there are just a few new line items. Some monies have been adjusted in the line items, there is some changes from last years budget.
