He was able to sell tickets to help in the construction of the House of Hope (sober living facility) which construction should begin the end of this month, it will have 13 beds, and has been in the working for the last 3 years.  It is an all male facility, however a house South of Safford has been donated for an all female facility.

COUNCIL BUSINESS

The vehicle is a 2013 Ford F250 4dr long bed for $5000.  It will be used for a Public Works vehicle, and will stay in the valley.
