VISITOR BUSINESS

1. Discussion and possible decision regarding setting the Vard Lines Memorial Arena stall rental schedule.
Manager Lewis asked that this item be tabled until he can get more prices and follow up with the Town Attorney.  Mayor Fletcher Tabled the item 

2. Presentation/update on 1st Annual Easter Extravaganza held on March 31s.  Councilwoman Teeter will update the council.
Mrs. Teeter said that we learned a lot about organizing this event for the future.  She felt some organizational items needed to be addressed.  Teeter said the Band did the concessions.  Teeter said there were many volunteers who helped greatly. Mayor Fletcher complimented Teeter on all the hard work she put in, especially following a very rough couple of weeks prior.  Mayor Fletcher complimented all the Town staff that helped prepare the grounds and the police chief for volunteering her time.  
3. Discussion and possible decision on establishing a community committee to help plan and oversee town entertainment activities.  
Manager Lewis updated the council on the Town activities and the need for help as well as getting the community more involved.  Lewis asked for permission to seek out interested parties to join a committee and help with the Town activities.  Vice Mayor Rogers made a motion to allow Lewis to form a committee.  Councilwoman Barr seconded, Vote was unanimous 

4. Discussion and possible decision from council members and employees regarding the past months activities.  
Manager Lewis updated the Council on the scout triathlon.  Lewis explained that there were major pool issues this week, but they had been fixed and the pool was operating well as of the meeting. Joe said there will be activities and games for everyone to enjoy.  Mrs. McBride is making a cake.  In order for her to gain an ambassador of baking certification, said cake must serve 500 people.  Joe asked if the Town could handle the parking.  Cheryl Goodman and Chief Cauthen have already talked, and the Chief will handle the parking.
