Approval of Minutes of the Regular Town Council Meeting held 03 March 2015. 
Motion by Councilman Carter; seconded by Councilman Woods. Vote 5 to 0.

CALL TO THE PUBLIC
Malia Espinoza spoke to the Council about planting a tree next to or near the Library in memory of Jean O’Dell. Modern Woodmen is purchasing the tree and sponsoring the tree planting, scheduled for April 14. Curtis Landscaping is providing the tree.
Those wishing to address the Council are required to register by completing and signing an individual speaker’s form with the Clerk before the meeting and must be recognized by the Mayor before speaking.  Time permitting; each presentation will be given approximately three (3) minutes.  It is probable that each representative will be limited to one speaker per organization.  Action taken as a result of public comment will be limited to directing staff to study or reschedule the matter for further consideration at a later date.

DECLARATION ON CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The council members and staff have a right to declare a conflict of interest.  The declaration of a conflict of interest must be made prior to discussion of any agenda item in which Council members or staff members determine they have a conflict of interest.

COUNCIL BUSINESS
1. Presentation by Royce Hunt, Executive Director of SEACUS, Southeastern Arizona Community Unique Services.  

Royce Hunt introduced herself. 51% of her organization’s funding comes from SEAGO. SEACUS was founded to provide meals to senior citizens. SEACUS manages the Senior Citizens Center. SEACUS provide support to caregiving families. One in four families in the nation take care of an elderly person. SEACUS provides in-home respite and family education on medical issues. Support for navigating the health care system is provided. Some in-home appliances are available for installation, such as walk in bathtubs. SEACUS is an advocate for vulnerable seniors. SEACUS educates seniors and families about scams targeting seniors. SEACUS also provides in-home personal care, housekeeping, and help with running errands. Some equipment, such as walkers, is available for loan. In summary, SEACUS provide services that allow seniors to live in their homes and age with dignity.
2. Discussion and possible decision on allocating funding for compiling the General Plan. Includes a question and answer session with Eric Duthie, consultant, via teleconference.  
The Town Manager stated that the Planning and Zoning Board is proposing to work with Eric Duthie to compile the General Plan. Members of the Board have discussed the proposal with Eric Duthie, though a formal decision has not been made by the Board, as they didn’t have a quorum at the last meeting. Mr. Duthie would compile the General Plan for $5000, and it should be finished before the end of the calendar year. A draft of the plan would go before Planning and Zoning for a markup session, and that version would go before the Town Council. Councilman Woods expressed a preference to have Planning and Zoning formally approve retaining Mr. Duthie before it is considered by the Town Council. A phone call was placed to Mr. Duthie. Mayor Claridge informed him the Town Council’s approval would be tabled until the matter is approved by the Planning and Zoning Board.
3. Discussion and possible decision on Mutual Aid Agreements for Thatcher Police and Fire Support.
Councilman Woods snickered, and asked where the draft of the Mutual Aid Agreement had come from. The Town Manager responded the draft had come from the Thatcher Fire Chief. The current draft before the Council contains identical language as the 1956 Mutual Aid Agreement. The Town Attorney has reviewed the documents. Councilman Carter asked Chief Hoopes what happens if a fire fighter is injured. Chief Hoopes replied the fire fighter is covered under workers compensation.
Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the two agreements. Councilwoman Barr made the motion. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. The motion is approved 5 to 0.
4. Discussion and possible decision on Mutual Aid Agreements for Safford Police and Fire Support.
Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the two agreements. Councilwoman Barr made the motion. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. The motion is approved 5 to 0.

5. Discussion and possible decision on Intergovernmental Agreement with Graham County wherein Pima provides labor for remodeling the southern half of the Justice Court building. 
Graham County is providing the materials and Pima is providing the labor. The Public Works crew has been very busy, installing water lines at town parks and installing electrical conduit at the athletic fields. As time permits, the inmate crew will come back to working at the Justice Court. It will give them a chance to work indoors and out of the sun.

Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the agreement. Vice Mayor Rogers made the motion. Councilman Woods seconded. The motion is approved 5 to 0.

6. Discussion and possible decision on Resolution adopting a Fair Housing Policy in the Town of Pima. 
The Town Manager stated the Resolution contains standard language used throughout the State. Councilman Carter identified the presence of some spelling errors in the draft of the Resolution. The Town Manager stated the errors would be corrected.

Mayor Claridge called for a motion to approve the Resolution. Councilman Woods made the motion. Vice Mayor Rogers seconded. The motion is approved 5 to 0.

7. Discussion and possible decision on Proclamation recognizing the Military Order of the Purple Heart. 
Councilman Carter motioned to accept the Proclamation. Mayor Claridge seconded. The motion is approved 5 to 0.
